  God’s Wisdom… and Guardrails in your life
The Holy Spirit says that He wants to lead and guide us… and that He will be right in us and with us at all times.   But… even with good intentions can we “stray” away from His guidance sometimes?   What are ways that we use to make sure to connect God’s wisdom to our lives?? 

 GUARDRAILS.

 A definition of the guardrails on the side of the road:   *Guardrails are barriers set up to prevent vehicles from straying into dangerous areas. 

Points to consider…
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Guardrails are set up in areas that we DO want to travel

· Guardrails are set up WELL SHORT of the dangerous area.

· Sometimes… Guardrails cause small accidents… but it is an accident that is better than what could have happened. 

Is it possible to set up some “guardrails” for my spiritual life?  

Are there areas in life that I don’t want to cross over into danger? 

Think about the guidance given in Scripture about relationships, marital fidelity, finances, use of language… Is it possible to make some bad choices on my own that I might end up regretting, or that will give a bad witness to the world around?   OF COURSE!   That is why taking the time to make a few guardrail thoughts in our head can be helpful for not straying!  

It will take a little effort… and some reflective prayer… you can disregard the whole topic… or think about whether it will be of benefit in your life!
